Our campers like having an equal balance between working on their spiritual growth
and having adequate time as individuals to learn how to build/maintain positive and strong
relationships.

Back in the day, we held summer camp at Calvin Crest, Pacific Palisades, Rancho LaScherpa,
and Big Bear, taking busloads of youth up the winding, meandering mountains. We soon
outgrew all those places in spirit and in numbers and since then have journeyed towards San
Diego to Pine Valley, California! Every year, the camp experiences an anointing of God’s Holy
Spirit. The God-kissed locations and phenomenal presence of God motivates young people to
return every year. Our camp has changed many lives for the better. Many of the former campers
who are now young adults, married and with families, have come back to serve in this camp
ministry.
